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President`s Report for year ending 30 November 2013  

 

        The activities of our Art Society during the past twelve months were as follows: 
 

     Our previous AGM was held as announced, on Monday, 10th December 2012 in the space at the  

back of the Mezzanine level (Club Marconi).

     Beginning Monday 11th February 2013 we held  7 Monthly Meetings (second Monday each Month).  

All of these were open and minuted management-committee meetings. 
 

     In addition to the Monthly Meetings, micelf(JJ), Joe Briffa , and Lorraine Maggs , attend a number of 

meetings amongst ourselves , and also meetings with representatives of the Marconi Board of Directors and 

Club management, and with Officials of the Fairfield City Museum&Gallery.  Some notable examples:
